2. Only when the corporate continually experiences
transformation and breakthrough can there be true and
lasting revival.

Revival is the work of the Holy Spirit; it is something no one can initiate or
imitate by their own strength. However, the history of revival leaves a

traceable path. We should also long for the arrival of revival—starting from
the corporate continuously experiencing transformation and breakthrough.
