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Scriptures: Mark 5:1-20, Luke 19:10, Luke 4:18-19, John 8:36, 1 John 3:8

preach the gospel to the poor; He has sent Me to heal the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty

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- The way Satan treats people, even how people treat people, are so drastically different than how
Lord Jesus treats people. From this story we can see that Jesus loves everyone and He is able
to save and use each one of us.
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A. Jesus cares for each one of us- He came personally to seek and save those who were lost
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=35 On the same day, when evening had come, He said to them, [Let us cross over to the other
side.] (Mark 4:35)
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= For the Son of Man has come to seek and to save that which was lost (Luke 19:10)
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= For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that He might destroy the works of the devil. (1
John 3:8)
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B. No one is beyond the salvation of Jesus - Jesus can set him free, no matter how many demons are
present or how strong the bondage is
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= 3 who had Ais dwelling among the tombs; and no one could bind him, not even with chains, 4
because he had often been bound with shackles and chains. And the chains had been pulled
apart by him, and the shackles broken in pieces; neither could anyone tame him. 5 And always,
night and day, he was in the mountains and in the tombs, crying out and cutting himself with
stones. (v3-5)
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= Therefore if the Son makes you free, you shall be free indeed. (John 8:36)
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C. Jesus is able to use anyone - Changing from someone who was extremely violent and constantly
hurting others, to someone who is testifying for the Lord everywhere
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18 And when He got into the boat, he who had been demon-possessed begged Him that he might be
with Him. 19 However, Jesus did not permit him, but said to him, Go home to your friends, and
tell them what great things the Lord has done for you, and how He has had compassion on
you.] 20 And he departed and began to proclaim in Decapolis all that Jesus had done for him; and
all marveled. (v18-20)
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2:9-11
-9 Therefc))re God also has highly exalted Him and given Him the name which is above every
name, 10 that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of those in heaven, and of those on

earth, and of those under the earth, 11 and that every tongue should confess that [Jesus
Christ is Lord] , to the glory of God the Father. (Philippians 2:9-11)
